5. Size	of	artwork	must	be	between	5”x	7”	and	24”x	30”.	Ma[ng	or	Plexiglas	frames	are	

acceptable.

6. A	photograph	submission	must	be	no	smaller	than	5”x	7”	or	larger	than	8”x	10”.	It	must	be	

We	will	not	accept	an	entry	under	glass	or	in	a	heavy	wooden	
frame.
